The Official Committee of Unsecured Creditors of Verity Health System of California, Inc.,
et al. (the “Committee”), appointed in connection with the chapter 11 cases of the above-captioned

debtors and debtors-in-possession (the “Debtors™), on the one hand, and UMB Bank, N.A., not
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individually but in its capacity as successor master indenture trustee for the master indenture
obligations (the “Trustee”),* on the other hand, by and through their undersigned counsel, hereby
state and stipulate as follows (this “Stipulation):

WHEREAS, the Committee filed its Complaint for Determination of the Validity, Priority,
and Extent of Liens and Security Interests against the Trustee in Adversary Proceeding No. 2:19-ap-

19-01166-ER [Adv. Docket No. 1] on June 13, 2019 (the “Adversary Proceeding”), and its First

Amended Complaint on September 11, 2019 [Adv. Docket No. 37];
WHEREAS, the Trustee filed a Motion to Dismiss the First Amended Complaint on

September 30, 2019 [Adv. Docket No. 37] (the “Motion to Dismiss”), the Committee filed an

opposition to the Motion to Dismiss on October 17, 2019 [Adv. Docket No. 42], and the Trustee
filed a reply to the Committee’s opposition on October 24, 2019 [Adv. Docket No. 44];

WHEREAS, this Court previously entered orders continuing the hearing on the Motion to
Dismiss, which was originally scheduled for November 21, 2019, to December 19, 2019 [Adv.
Docket No. 45] and then to January 8, 2020 [Adv. Docket No. 50];

WHEREAS, the Parties have met and conferred, and have agreed to request an adjournment
of the hearing on the Motion to Dismiss, pending the request of any Party and/or further order of the
Court, to enable the Debtors to pursue a disposition of their assets and for the Parties to assess the
impact thereof on the Adversary Proceeding and the Motion to Dismiss;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY STIPULATED AND AGREED, and the Parties
request that the Court enter an order in the form of Exhibit A (the “Order”), as follows:

1. The hearing on the Motion to Dismiss shall be held in abeyance pending request of
any Party to the Adversary Proceeding and/or further order of the Court;

2. A telephonic status conference in the Adversary Proceeding shall be scheduled for
February 19, 2020 at 10:00 a.m. Pacific Time, or such other date and time as is convenient for the
Court;

3. The adjournment of the hearing on the Motion to Dismiss as provided herein is

without prejudice to any Party;

! The Trustee and the Committee are referred to herein individually as a “Party” and collectively as the “Parties.”
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4. All Parties’ rights with respect to the Motion to Dismiss and the Adversary

Proceeding are expressly reserved.
