ORDER APPROVING “STIPULATION TO

MODIFICATIONS BY THE COURT
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The Court having considered the Stipulation to Continue Hearing Date of Motion to Dismiss
Complaint Under Rule 12(B), With Prejudice, and Related Briefing Schedule' [Docket No. 17]
entered into by and between Defendants and Plaintiff, and good cause appearing,

HEREBY ORDERS AS FOLLOWS:

1. The deadline for Plaintiff to file any brief in opposition to the pending Motion to
Dismiss [Adv. Pro. Docket No. 12] is extended from April 27, 2020 to May 12, 2020.

2. The deadline for the Defendants to file briefs in reply to any opposition and in
further support of the Motion to Dismiss is extended from May 7, 2020 to May 22, 2020.

3. Pursuant to Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 78(b) and Local Bankruptcy Rule
9013-1(j)(3), the Court finds the Motion to Dismiss to be suitable for disposition without oral
argument. In the event that the District Court does not withdraw the reference with respect to the
hearing on the Motion to Dismiss pursuant to Plaintiff’s pending Motion to Withdraw Reference
or otherwise determines not to deny Bankruptcy Court jurisdiction over the Motion to Dismiss,
the Motion to Dismiss shall stand submitted as of the date that is the-hearing-on-the Motion—te

at one business week after

entry of an order denying the Motion to Withdraw the Reference or other District Court
determination that does not deny jurisdiction of this Bankruptcy Court over hearing the Motion to
Dismiss. The parties shall immediately advise the Court of any action taken by the District Court
on the Motion to Withdraw Reference.

4. This Order is without prejudice to any Party seeking further extensions of time

from the Court.
