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notice of the Motion and opportunity for a hearing on the Motion were appropriate and no other 

notice need be provided; and this Court having reviewed the Motion and having heard the 

statements in support of the relief requested therein at a hearing (if any) before this Court 

(the “Hearing”); and this Court having determined that the legal and factual bases set forth in the 

Motion and at the Hearing (if any) establish just cause for the relief granted herein; and upon all 

of the proceedings had before this Court; and after due deliberation and sufficient cause appearing 

therefor, it is HEREBY ORDERED THAT: 

1. The Motion is granted as set forth herein. 

2. The period within which the Debtor may seek removal of the Actions pursuant to 

28 U.S.C. § 1452 and Bankruptcy Rule 9027 is enlarged by 91 days, with a deadline for filing 

notices of removal through and including May 13, 2024. 

3. This Order is without prejudice to the Debtor’s right to request a further extension 

of time to file notices of removal of any or all of the Actions. 

4. This Order shall be without prejudice to any position the Debtor may take regarding 

whether section 362 of the Bankruptcy Code applies to stay any Action. 

5. All time periods set forth in this Order shall be calculated in accordance with 

Bankruptcy Rule 9006(a). 

6. Notice of the Motion as provided therein shall be deemed good and sufficient notice 

of such Motion and the requirements of Bankruptcy Rule 6004(a) and the Local Rules are satisfied 

by such notice. 

7. The Debtor is authorized to take all actions necessary to effectuate the relief granted 

in this Order in accordance with the Motion.  
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8. This Court retains exclusive jurisdiction with respect to all matters arising from or 

related to the implementation, interpretation, and enforcement of this Order. 
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
