Filing of

Common examples of
prohibited actions include contacting the Debtors by telephone, mail, or otherwise to demand
repayment; taking actions to collect money or obtain property from the Debtors; repossessing
the Debtors’ property; and starting or continuing lawsuits or foreclosures. Under certain
circumstances, the stay may be limited to 30 days or not exist at all, although the Debtors can
request the court to extend or impose a stay.

Meeting of
