Food inflation arrives,
adding to eatery woes

Food inflation has ar-
rived, according to newly
released data from the Bu-
reau of Labor Statistics. And
that means slimmer profits
for many already-ailing res-
taurants even as diners pay
more for meals.

Full-service restaurant
prices rose arecord 0.9 per-
cent in June from a month
earlier. At the same time,
home cooking grew costli-
er: Grocery prices rose 0.7
percent from the prior
month and 5.6 percent from
a year ago, the largest in-
crease since 2011

Overall inflation has re-
mained subdued amid a
slower climb in rents.

Restaurants, which just
started reopening in many
states, are serving fewer
customers as they adhere to
social-distancing require-
ments, which is crimping
sales. Rising labor costs and
difficulties hiring during the

pandemic are adding to
their woes.

“Currently our labor
costs are greater than our
sales for lunch Monday
through Thursday,” said Ge-
off Tracy, a Washington,
D.C. restaurateur who is
cutting back his hours. “You
don’t need an MBA to know
that model does not work.”

At Taco John’s Interna-
tional Inc., a fast-food chain
with about 400 mostly fran-
chised restaurants, employ-
ee expenses are putting
pressure on menu prices,
said Chief Executive Officer
Jim Creel.

“I think where we’re go-
ing to see a price increase is
going to be labor,” Creel
said. “It almost feels like it’s
going to be worse” coming
out of COVID-19.

The Cheyenne, Wyo.-
based company is looking
to hire roughly 10 workers
per restaurant as dining
rooms slowly begin to re-
open, but it’s tough to find
people. Many are reluctant
to work around the public

and are making enough
with unemployment to de-
lay entering the workforce,
he said.

“We’ve been trying
throughout the whole pan-
demic to hire crew mem-
bers and we’re just not hav-
ing a whole lot of luck,” he
said.

As restaurants struggle,
some have added COVID-19
surcharges in response to
rising food prices and the
costs associated with add-
ing personal protective
equipment.

The restaurant industry
has always been a low mar-
gin business and this pan-
demic has just made it more
challenging, said Tracy.

Many restaurants, along
with other small business-
es, have been bolstered by
the Payroll Protection Pro-
gram and other govern-
ment stimulus efforts.

“Once the money runs
out, once the landlords
want their rent come fall -
it’s over for most restau-
rants,” he said.

Education Department sued
by states over loan program

Twenty-two states and
the District of Columbia
sued the Education Depart-
ment on Wednesday, claim-
ing it broke federal law in
adopting new rules for a
program meant to wipe out
the student loan debt of
borrowers whose schools
defrauded them.

The new rule also “un-
reasonably favors the inter-
ests of predatory schools
over students and would
deny relief to borrowers
who have been indisput-
ably harmed by their
schools,” according to the
complaint filed in San Fran-
cisco federal court.

The suit was the latest le-
gal battle over the decades-
old program, known as Bor-
rower Defense to Repay-
ment, which allows stu-
dents to ask that their feder-
al loans be eliminated if

their schools seriously mis-
led them or violated state
laws.

Education Secretary Bet-
sy DeVos has called Borrow-
er Defense a “free money”
giveaway and repeatedly
tried to slash the relief avail-
able through the program.

Last year, her agency fi-
nalized a policy revision
that significantly raised the
bar for new claims.

Among other changes,
the new rule eliminated a
group discharge process,
forcing each borrower to

pursue relief individually,
and required applicants to
prove both that their school
had knowingly lied to them
and that the deception
caused them financial
harm.

Those requirements “are
so onerous that they make
this defense impossible for
a student loan borrower to
assert successfully,” the
state attorneys general
wrote.

Angela  Morabito, a
spokeswoman for the Edu-
cation Department, said:
“This is yet another grand-
standing, politically driven
lawsuit meant to grab a
cheap headline, and the
media seems to always
oblige. To any objective ob-
server, our borrower de-
fense rule clearly protects
students from fraud, ensur-
es they are entitled to finan-
cial relief if they suffered
harm and holds schools ac-
countable.”

Appeals court puts hold on
Dakota pipeline’s shutdown

BISMARCK, N.D. — A fed-
eral appeals court on Tues-
day temporarily halted a
judge’s order that the Dako-
ta Access Pipeline be shut
down in three weeks.

The U.S. Court of Ap-
peals for the District of Co-
lumbia Circuit issued an
“administrative stay” of the
judge’s order. Though the
appeals court said it
“should not be construed
in any way as a ruling on
the merits” of the case, the
Bismarck Tribune report-
ed.

The stay will remain in
place until the appeals
court rules on whether de-
veloper Energy Transfer
can keep oil flowing while
the court decides the Tex-
as-based company’s appeal
of the shutdown order.

U.S. District Court Judge
James Boasberg last week
ordered the line shut down

by Aug. 5 pending a lengthy
environmental review. The
line began pumping oil
more than three years ago.
Energy Transfer estimates
it would take three months
to empty the pipeline of oil
and complete steps to pre-
serve it for future use.

Pipeline supporter GAIN
Coalition, which includes
businesses, trade associa-
tions and labor groups,
called the order “a key step
forward in reaffirming the
Dakota Access Pipeline’s
critical role in the Ameri-
can energy infrastructure
network.” North Dakota
Republican U.S. Sen. Kevin
Cramer, another support-
er, called the temporary
halt “common sense.”

But Earthjustice attor-
ney Jan Hasselman, who re-
presents the Standing Rock
Sioux Tribe, said the move
is not significant.

Hasselman said in a
statement an administra-

tive stay is typical and “is
not in any way indicative of
how the court is going to
rule — it just buys the court
a little additional time to
make a decision.”

The line was the subject
of months of protests in
2016 and 2017, sometimes
violent, during its con-
struction near the Standing
Rock Sioux Reservation
that straddles the North Da-
kota-South Dakota border.
The tribe took legal action
against the pipeline even
after it began carrying oil
from North Dakota across
South Dakota and Iowa and
to a shipping point in Illi-
nois in June 2017.

The $3.8 billion, 1,172-
mile pipeline crosses be-
neath the Missouri River,
just north of the reserva-
tion. The tribe draws its wa-
ter from the river and has
concerns about pollution.
The company maintains
the line is safe.
