AWS has provided cloud computing and storage services to the Debtor in connection
with account numbers 437452078062; 904741850963; 131715404727; and 082801105686, (the

“Cloud Storage Accounts”). AWS’ relationship with the Debtor is governed by the terms of an

AWS Customer Agreement (the “Agreement’). The Cloud Storage Accounts are linked accounts
for which the account holders are jointly and severally liable under the terms of the Agreement.

AWS files this Proof of Claim for monies owed to AWS by the Debtor under the Agreement.
