3. The cash deposits paid by the Debtors to the Utility Companies in the amounts set 

Bankruptcy Code. 

4. Each Utility Company that receives a cash deposit under this Order must return 

such cash deposit in its possession to the Debtors within ten (10) days if, and when, the Utility 

(with no offset for prepetition claims) provided 

that all postpetition invoices have been paid. 

                                                 
1 Capitalized terms not otherwise defined herein have the meanings ascribed to them in the Emergency Motion. 
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5. The Utility Companies shall continue to have the opportunity to obtain an 

expedited hearing regarding further adequate assurance if the Debtors fail to cure a postpetition 

payment default within twenty (20) days after written notice of such default. 

6. The Utility Companies shall comply with the procedures set forth in the 

Emergency Motion in the event that such Utility Company believes that their Utility Deposit does 

not provide it with satisfactory adequate assurance. 

7. The Debtors may, without further order of the Court, supplement the list of Utility 

set forth in the Emergency Motion.
