3. A status conference is set in this Adversary Proceeding for January 25, 2023, at
1:30 pm (CT). Counsel for all parties are hereby ordered to appear and be prepared to discuss the
status of this Adversary Proceeding and the estimated time for continuing the Abeyance Period (as
defined in the Order).

4. The terms and conditions of this Order shall be immediately effective and
enforceable upon entry of this Order.

5. The Court retains exclusive jurisdiction to consider any further relief arising from

and/or related to this Order.
